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I. SL7 Specific Notes ï All SK modules 

A. Menus 

1. How SK Menus are created 

During DB Maintenance (98.290.00) the SK Menu groups are created (e.g. SK-EBanking, 

SK-PWO, etc.)  The SYSADMIN user is added to these menu groups and the various module 

menus reside under these groups.  During this process each user in the SL User table is 

updated so that the next time they log into SL their menu will be updated with the SK menu.  

Note that once they log into a workstation (or server), then that flag is removed and therefore 

when they log into another workstation (or server) their menu is not regenerated. 

2. How SL manages menus at the workstation (and associated issues) 

Each workstation has a menu file (XML) that contains the userôs SL menu when logged into 

that workstation.  The XML file is located in the ñTempò folder (e.g. C:\Documents and 

Settings\<Windows UserID>\Temp).  The menu files are structured as <SL UserID> + <SQL 

Server Name> + <SL System DB Name> + <SL Company> + ñMenu.xmlò (e.g. 

SYSADMINSKServerDemoSystem0060Menu.xml) 

There are two events that will regenerate a userôs menu: 1) If the above .XML doesnôt exist 

or 2) the SL User has been flagged for a menu update.  The caveat with the second method is 

that when a user has been updated on one workstation, the flag is removed and therefore it 

will not regenerate on another workstation. 

3. How to resolve the issue of an SK product menu not appearing 

1) Be sure that DB Maintenance (98.290.00) has been run for the SK product ï as that creates 

the SK menu in the SK-<product name> menu group. 

2) The SL User needs to be assigned to the SL Menu group (e.g. add the user to the SK-

EBanking menu group for eBanking users ï Administration | Security | Group Maintenance 

(95.280.00)). 

3) The SL User needs to be assigned access rights for the various screens they need to access 

(Administration | Security | Access Rights Maintenance (95.270.00). 

4) If the menu still does not appear, then go to the ñTempò folder (see 2. above) and remove 

the .XML file for that user.  If a user accesses SL on multiple workstations, then this step will 

be repeated at each of these workstations.  This condition will only exist if a user accesses SL 

products on multiple workstations. 

B. Setting Trust 

1. What is Trust? 

With the conversion of SL to a .NET application additional security requirements have been 

added.  Whenever an application is run on a machine (loaded into that machineôs memory 

and executed) other than the one on which it resides, ñtrustò needs to be established between 

the ñclientò and the ñserverò machines. 

We will assume that the SL applications are installed on an SL application server ï and they 

are accessed by various ñclientsò.  (in rare occasions SL applications are installed on local 

workstations ï and in these cases ñtrustò is not an issue ï the applications run on the same 

machine where they reside). 

If running the SL applications on the Application Server, no Trust is required as they are 

being run on the same machine as they reside. 
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In a LAN client situation the applications are brought from the Server to the Client and run on 

the client.  In this case Trust is required. 

In a Terminal Services environment the applications are brought from the Server to the 

Terminal Server machine (acting as a Client) and run on the Terminal server machine.  The 

workstation is merely a ñviewerò of the Terminal Server machine.  In this case Trust is 

required between the Terminal Server ñClientò and the Server. 

How to know if Trust is an issue? Weôve seen two symptoms when trust has not been 
properly established ï 1) A Dr. Watson type error occurs when launching the application ï 

ñWindows has encountered a probleméò and 2) nothing happens - the application just 

doesnôt load (in this case in Windows Explorer when executing the application a brief 

hourglass comes up and then nothing ï and the app is not loaded into task manager). 

2. How do SK products resolve the Trust issue? 

When Trust is required (see above) the SK products have a Workstation Install program that 

needs be run on every ñClientò.  With LAN clients that will be the workstation ï for each 

workstation, for a Terminal Server setup the Terminal Server(s) is the ñclientò and therefore 

the SK Workstation Install would be run on each Terminal Server machine. 

There are various ways to establish the ñTrustò.  The SK products have been ñsignedò with a 

digital signature authorized by Comodo.  You can see the signature by viewing the properties 

dialog (right-click on an SK .exe and select properties), and viewing the Digital Signatures 

tab). 

During the SK Workstation install, a ñSet Trustò program is run that updates the local 

machine to provide Trust for all .exes that have the SK digital signature.  The SK Set Trust 

program will reside in the <SL Main folder>\SKSoft folder. 

Another way to establish Trust is by updating the local machine to trust various network 

shares/folders ï all programs that reside on certain shares/folders.   This is done with a utility 

called CASPOL (Code Access Security Policy Tool).  An example of CASPOL setting trust 

for a network share (run on a workstation or terminal server): 

C:\WINDOWS\Microsoft.NET\Framework\v2.0.50727\CasPol.exe -q -machine 

-addgroup 1.2 -url "file://ServerName/ShareName/FolderName/*" FullTrust  

3. Notes on the SK Workstation Install batch file 

SK products have a workstation install batch file (<module 

code>\Wrkstn\WrkStn_Install.bat) that is used on each workstation.  See the detailed 

instructions below for each product.  This batch file generally runs in an interactive mode ï 

that is, it requires user intervention.  It can be run in ñunattendedò mode ï by modifying some 

of the commands with ñ/sò switches.  Within the WrkStn_Install.bat file youôll find 

comments on the syntax for using these ñsilentò switches. 

C. Security/Access/Application doesnôt open (stops working)/Select 
permissions error 

1. Application doesnôt open/Select permissions, etc. 

Even though these issues are most generally associated with Windows Authentication, weôve 

found that they can also occur when using SQL Authentication.  With either type of 

authentication see 3. below for more details and resolution. 
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2. Vista/Win2008 Operating Systems 

UAC (user account control) can be the culprit here.  Weôve found that turning off UAC can 

resolve the ñApplication doesnôt openò type of problem.  There are various ways to turn off 

UAC.  To find the best method please Bing (or if youôre still Googling) ñturn off UACò to 

find the best method for your operating system.   In some cases this setting might be 

controlled by a group policy ï in this case only your IT administrator will be able to help. 

Note that when turning off UAC you may receive a message to reboot your workstation 

and/or server. 

3. Security/Access 

With Dynamics SL certain security rights must be granted on all database objects.  When a 

third party product is added (like all SK modules), this security needs to be reset because new 

objects have been added to the database. 

This security is set/reset by running the ñSynchronize All Ownership & Securityò scenario in 

DB Maintenance (98.290.00) ï using the SL DBBuild.ini and Update Databases tab.  This 
must be done AFTER a third party product has been installed (after the DB Maintenance 

portion of the install is done) ï even if it has been run before.  The reason for this is that DB 

Maintenance adds new objects to the database and the SQL User for WinAuth needs to be 

granted various rights to those new objects. 

 In our experience you must be sure all users are out of SL when Synchronize All 

Ownership & Security is run and it must be run by a user with Domain Admin privileges.   

NOTE: When using FRx and Windows Authentication, Synchronize All Ownership & 

Security can cause the User Mapping settings for the Master60SP to be removed.  This can 

prevent logging into FRx   See KB article 941591 to correct this problem. 

D. 64 bit Operating Systems 

1. Workstation installs 

When running on a 64 bit machine, 32 bit dlls must reside in the SYSWOW64 folder.  

Likewise when registered, the Regsvr32 program that resides in the SYSWOW64 folder must 

be used.  Even though not intuitive, on a 64 bit machine, the 64 bit dlls are located in the 

SYSTEM32 folder while 32 bit dlls are in SYSWOW64 (WOW = Windows running On 

Windows 64). 

Note that for either a Vista or Windows Server 2008 workstation install User Account 

Control (UAC) must be turned off before the DLLs can be registered. 

E. Microsoft Hotfixes 

1. How to find them 

Using our products with some versions of Dynamics SL require MS hotfixes ï and these need 

to be installed prior to using our software.  You can find the required hotfixes on our website 

(partner area) and in this document at the beginning of the installation section for each 

product. 

To locate the required hotfixes in PartnerSource (sometimes this can be a challenge J): 

Note that hotfixes may be included in other subsequent (or even lower numbered) fixes.

If 

this is the case, the hotfix notes will indicate this. 

Remember, if using Terminal services and/or Citrix, these machines generally are acting as 

workstations and therefore if the hotfix requires installation at the workstation, these would 

be included.

Note: If installing on Dynamics SL7, there is a section at the top of this document (see bookmarks) that 

covers some very important points.  Please review before proceeding.

¶ 9.3.0-70x (Microsoft Dynamics SL Release 7.0, all SPs) 

¶ 9.3.0-75x (Microsoft Dynamics SL Release 7.5, FP1/SP3) 

¶ Other versions are available for Solomon Releases 2.0b, 4.03, 4.21, 5.0.  NOTE: these 

versions do not have the complete functionality of the above three versions. 

Please note that the following instructions may vary slightly, depending on the Microsoft 

Dynamics SL edition for which you are installing this software. 

NOTE: The eBanking Suite is a complete suite consisting of five modules: 

 

- AP Electronic Funds Transfer (AP EFT) ï sold before as AP-EFT (w/ Positive Pay) 

- Positive Pay (PP) ï sold before as AP-EFT (w/ Positive Pay) 

- Wire Transfer Plus (WTP) 

- AR Electronic Funds Transfer (AR EFT) 

- Lockbox Processing (LB) 

B. Installation Instructions - Overview 

1. Important Notes 

¶ Please use care to choose the step appropriate to the Microsoft Dynamics SL edition for 

which you are installing this software.  Variations are identified where appropriate. 

¶ Note that the hardware/software requirements to install/run eBanking are the same as for the 

MS Dynamics SL product.  Sandler*Kahne Software products are built with the same 

Microsoft Dynamics SDK that is used for the Microsoft Dynamics SL product.  These 

requirements can be found at:

¶ Since this product was built with the Microsoft Dynamics SDK, all of its applications inherit 

the attributes of that toolset.  This includes screen/report customization ability, localized 

messaging, seamless menu integration, form/control look/feel, etc., etc. 

¶ A copy of this document should be found in the eBanking\Documentation folder under the 

Microsoft Dynamics SL folder on your system. 

¶ Before applying any software updates, always be sure you have a good, current backup of 

your system - program and data files.

1. Initial Installation

NOTE: SL7 ONLY 

With SL7GA, hotfix 14991 MUST be installed before using eBanking.

b. Build Database ï New Installation Only 

 

This section should be completed for new eBanking installations only.  [If converting A/P 

Direct Deposit (APDD) from a Microsoft Dynamics SL 2.06 system, go to the next 

section (Build Database ï Conversion from Microsoft Dynamics SL 2.06 Only)]. 

NOTE: If installing on multiple application databases you will need to exit 

98.290.00 for each one, and run this process one application db at a time.  

Otherwise you will get errors when you select multiple application dbs at 

one time.  Unlike previous versions of eBanking, it is only necessary to do 

the DB Maintenance install on those app dbs that will be using eBanking 

1) Run Database Maintenance (9829000.exe ï <sol4>\sm folder) 

2) Enter your SQL Server Name, and connect 

3) On the bottom of the Connect Server tab, set the path of configuration file to: 

<sol4>\eBanking\install\eBankingdbbuild.ini 

4) Click OK 

5) Now select the Update Database tab 

6) Select the system and application database for which you wish to install eBanking. 

7) Select the "New Install - eBanking Tables, Indices & Procs" scenario 

8) Click the Update Database button.  This will add eBanking tables, indices, procs, and 

load eBanking system data. 

9) If using SL7, the eBanking menu options are added during this step.  A ñSK-

EBANKINGò menu group is created and as part of installation, SYSADMIN is 

added to the group). 

10) If using SL7 with Windows Authentication, then the DB Maintenance option 

(using the SL DBBuild.ini) ñSynchronize All Ownership & Securityò MUST be 

run AFTER the eBanking DB Maintenance script is run.  Be sure all users are 

out of SL when this is run ï we have seen cases where a user might have a 

problem, while others do not (as they were logged in when Synchronize was 

run). 

 

c. Build Database ï Conversion from Solomon 2.06 ONLY (this will very rarely 
be used ï if not converting from 2.06, skip to step d. below) 

 

This section should be completed ONLY for installations that are converting from 

Solomon 2.06 A/P Direct Deposit (APDD).  If this is a brand new eBanking system, and 

there is no previous eBanking/APDD data, use  the previous section (Build Database ï 

New Installation Only). 

1) Run Database Maintenance (9829000.exe ï <sol4>\sm folder) 

2) Enter your SQL Server Name, and connect 

3) On the bottom of the Connect Server tab, set the path of configuration file to: 

<sol4>\eBanking\install\eBankingdbbuild.ini 
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4) Click OK 

5) Now select the Update Database tab 

6) Select the system and application database for which you wish to install eBanking. 

7) Select the "Upgrade eBanking (from 3.x APDD to current version - PART I)" 

scenario 

8) Click the Update Database button.  This will add eBanking tables, indices, procs, and 

load eBanking system data. 

NOTE: If installing on multiple databases you may need to exit 98.290.00 for each 

one, and run this process one application db at a time.  This is true if there 

are errors when you process multiple dbs at one time. 

9) For conversion from Solomon 2.06 ONLY - YOU ARE NOW DONE WITH THIS 

SECTION.  DO NOT CONTINUE WITH THE REMAINING STEPSésee 

eBanking\convert\readme.txt for the remaining steps. 

d. Update database with DBUpdate 

1) From Microsoft Dynamics SL's menu, select Utility, then DB Update..(in SL7 

DBUpdate is found on the Administration wunderbar menu) 

2) Select one database using eBanking (these updates affect the system db only) 

3) Point to <sol4>\eBanking\dbupdate folder and select ALL the files: 

- Messages.cru, Messages.msg 

- PVRec.cru, PVRec.csv 

- RptControl.cru, RptControl.csv 

NOTE: Messages.csv in the <sol4> folder must NOT be checked for "read-only". 

eBanking messages are in the 24000-242xx range in the messages table.  If 

other 3rd party products are using this range as well, there will be a problem 

(messages overwritten by the 3rd party apps). 

e. Workstation Install 

1) The Communications, Email, and Explorer components need to be installed on 

EACH computer where eBanking will be run (this will also need to be run on the 

server if accessing eBanking on a Server).  This step is required for all eBanking 

Modules. 

NOTE: For Citrix installations, this workstation install MUST be run on the Citrix 

Server - just like you do with the Microsoft Dynamics SL Workstation 

install. 

2) SL7 ONLY ï Set Trust 

- SL7 is a .NET application and requires that ñTrustò be established between the 

workstation and programs on a network share.  To accomplish this Sandler*Kahne 

Software has signed all of our applications with a security certificate (this can be 

displayed from the properties window for each .exe).  The workstation install will 

run a ñSK-Set Trustò program that will update the workstation with that 

certificate.  This process is part of Step 3 below. 
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3) Execute <sol4>\eBanking\wrkstn\WrkStn_Install.bat 

- You should see a dialog that states that the registrations were successful. 

- SL7 Only - You will also be prompted to ñSet Trustò. 

NOTE: If any of the registration fails, check to be sure that the Windows logged 

user has Administrator privileges (they need to be able to update the 

registry). 

f. Install the eBanking menu (if SL7, skip this step ï the eBanking menu is 
now created in the Build Database step) 

1) In your <sol4>\delta.mnu, insert the eBanking menu fragment 

- Use the Menu fragment: <sol4>\eBanking\Install\eBanking.mnu 

- Use Notepad to cut/paste this text file into delta.mnu 

(Note - Delta.mnu may be marked Read Only) 

- Place under the [Applications] section 

Recommended placement - place under the Microsoft Dynamics SL Cash 

Manager section 

NOTE: Installations using Only Positive Pay 

If using SL v6.0 or later, use access rights to only display Pos Pay menu 

items (donôt use the PosPayOnly.mnu). 

If using SL v5.5 or earlier, you may want to use the menu fragment that 

only has the Positive Pay entries.  

(<sol4>\eBanking\Install\PosPayOnly.mnu) 

g. Install BSL Code (AP-EFT and Wire Transfer Plus module users only) 

 

SKIP this step if you are NOT using the AP EFT or Wire Transfer Plus modules of the 

eBanking Suite. (e.g. You would skip this step if using Positive Pay only) 

 

However, if you ARE using either the AP-EFT or Wire Transfer Plus module then you 

MUST run this step (this is a NEW installation requirement for eBanking v8).  This 

customization affects AP Voucher and Adjustment Entry (03.010.00), AP Document 

Maintenance (03.250.00), Quick Voucher and Pre-Payment Entry (03.020.00), Voucher 

Entry - Distributed Liability (03.025.00) and the AP Recurring Voucher Maintenance 

(03.260.00) screens. 

NOTE Unlike previous versions of eBanking, even though the customizations are stored 

in the common system database, the eBanking tables DO NOT have to be 

installed on all application dbs associated with the system db.  Installation is only 

required on the app dbs that need to use eBanking. 

1) From Microsoft Dynamics SL's menu, select Customize.  In SL7, this option is 

available from the Administration wunderbar. 

2) Select Import Customizations. 

3) Select the <sol4>\eBanking\install folder.  The eBanking.cst file should appear in the 

left box. 
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Optional customizations: 

AP-EFT/Wire ï eBanking_Btn_VendMaint.cst is an optional customization.  It adds 

a button to Vendor Maintenance (03.270.00) ï which launches Vendor Banking 

Entry 

AR-EFT eBanking_Btn_CustMaint.cst is an optional customization.  It adds a button 

to Customer Maintenance (08.260.00) ï which launches Customer Banking Entry 

4) Double click the eBanking.cst file so it appears in the grid at the bottom.  Optionally 

install the ñButtonò customizations above ï if desired. 

5) Select Begin Processing.  The status box should say Process Completed (no errors 

should be written to the event log). 

6) In addition to BSL procedural code, these customizations add a new ñPay Byò field 
to the above mentioned four screens.  In Voucher and Adjustments the document, 

discount and date fields are repositioned.  You will want to check the screens after 

applying the customization in case the eBanking positions conflict with previous 

customizations.  If there is a conflict with other customizations, you can change the 

Custom2.Sequence field from 100 to 105.  This will cause the customizations to load 

in a later sequence and not conflict with other Sequence = 100 entries. 

h. eBanking Setup 

1) Registration - Before running any of the eBanking menu items, the eBanking 

(DD.950.00) setup screen needs to be completed.  Without unlocking keys, eBanking 

is a demo system - it is fully functional, except that it is restricted to 3 records in any 

of the Modules (3 AP/AR EFT/Wire Transfer records, 3 Positive Pay checks and 3 

Lockbox import records).  There is no time limit.  See the documentation for details 

on setting up eBanking.

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2. Upgrade Instructions (from AP-EFT/eBanking 4/5/6/7/8.x to current eBanking 
version) 

This assumes you are upgrading existing application dbs that already had AP-EFT or 

eBanking installed on a prior 4.x or greater release. 

NOTE: With eBanking v8+, if using AP-EFT or Wire Transfer Plus, then Dynamics SL 

Customization Manager is REQUIRED. 
When upgrading to eBanking v8 it is very important that you study the 

eBanking v8 Upgrade - Summary of Changes.pdf document found in the 

eBanking\Documentation folder.  It highlights the new features found in v8 ï 

that may affect your business processes. 

NOTE ï For upgrading from AP-EFT (v5 and earlier) to eBanking 
AP-EFT files were saved under the <Microsoft Dynamics SL main 

folder>\APEft folder.  eBanking files are now saved under the <Microsoft 

Dynamics SL main folder>\eBanking folder.  After eBanking has been installed, 

the APEFT folder MAY be removed ï however first be sure to check if the 

eBanking Setup screen (DD.950.00) is referencing some of the old APEFT 

folders (eg. Location of EFT/Positive Pay files, Email notification ï 

Top/Bottom Messages).  The safest approach is to leave the APEFT folder 

intact, and then later research and change any paths that might reference the 

APEFT folder.   

IMPORTANT NOTE

that was executed via Userôs Communications. 

¶ eBanking Setup (DD.950.00) - Positive Pay Defaults tab, Path to Pos 

Pay/Script files. 

¶ eBanking Setup (DD.950.00) - Positive Pay Defaults tab, Communications 

Options - if using ñUser Communicationsò ï Userôs Communications Path 

and any file/program that was executed via Userôs Communications. 

¶ These above setup options also need to be checked in Company 

Paying/Cash Accounts (DD.260.00)

You should read this 

carefully before implemented eBanking v8. 

2) Upgrading Formats/Transactions Types (AP-EFT, AR-EFT, Wire 
Transfer) ï If using AP/AR-EFT and/or Wire Transfer, then there are two important 

upgrade procedures to follow.  Until they are completed a ñsplashò screen will appear 

as each eBanking screen is launched.
