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Summary of Changes 
 

Upgrading eBanking to v8.6 
(eBanking v8.x is available for MS Dynamics SL 7.0x, 6.5, 6.0) 

 

With the release of Sandler*Kahne Softwareôs eBanking v8.6 there are a number of significant 

new (and exciting) changes to the suite of modules.  This document outlines these changes and 

how they might affect an installation/upgrade of the eBanking Suite.  This document includes all 

changes/enhancements since eBanking v6.2.2. 

 

ATTENTION: All of these changes should be reviewed in detail before upgrading an existing 

eBanking site to v8.6. 

 

There are four parts to this document:

 *Important - Notes to Implementers 
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Changes to Existing Functionality 
 

 Each voucher is now coded with a ñPay Byò or Payment Method. (AP-EFT & 

Wire Transfer only). 

 

Previously all vouchers for a vendor designated as an eBanking vendor were assumed to 

be paid via EFT.  Now each eBanking vendor has a default ñPay Byò method, along with 

other possible payment methods (including a MS Dynamics SL check).  However, each 

eBanking vendor can optionally be set to restrict their ñPay Byò method to only one 

value.  In Voucher and Adjustment entry (03.010.00) and Quick Voucher and Pre-

Payment Entry (03.020.00), the payment method for each voucher can be selected (the 

field used is APDoc.eStatus).  See the screenshot below. 

 

With this new feature, it is no longer necessary to move an eBanking vendorôs vouchers 

into an SL check batch (if they need to be paid via check)

The customized Voucher and Adjustment Entry screen (03.010.00): 
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The customized Quick Voucher and Pre-Payment  Entry screen (03.020.00): 

 

 
 

 The customized Document Maintenance screen (03.250.00): 
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The customized Recurring Voucher Maintenance screen (03.260.00): 
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 Vendors/Customers now have a default ñPay Byò and can have their 
possible ñPay Byò types configured. (AP/AR-EFT & Wire Transfer only). 

 
 In Vendor Banking Entry (DD.250.00), the default ñPay Byò method (Entry Class) is 

selected, and there is a new option to indicate that this cannot be changed in Voucher 

Entry (Red). 

 

 
 

 Also, there now is an option to restrict the ñPay Byò methods that can be used by this 

Vendor (Green).  By default, all ñPay Byò methods for the format are available.  When a 

vendor sometimes needs to be paid by a MS Dynamics SL Check, it can also be added to 

their Transaction Types.  (Pay By method, Entry Class and Transaction Type are all 

synonymous terms). 
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Transaction Types screen (sub-form) used to configure transactions types for each 

Vendor: 
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 The eBanking Payment Selection Filter (DD.520.00) now creates all 
eBanking and/or MS Dynamics SL check batches in one pass. (AP-EFT & 

Wire Transfer only). 

 

Previously, the Payment Selection filter would take one AP Selection batch and remove 

all the EFT Vendor/Vouchers or all the SL Checks.  Now the Payment Selection Filter 

reviews a Payment Selection and can split that batch into any number of appropriate SL 

check and eBanking batches. 

 

Below is an example where Batch 000118 has 15 SL Vouchers (to be printed on SL 

checks) and 1 eBanking voucher to be paid via EFT.  Upon entering the batch number the 

screen shows a preview of what will occur if Begin Processing is clicked.  After 

processing, batch 000118 would be left with the 15 SL Vouchers and batch 000119 

would be created with the one EFT (US-ACH).  When the ñsplitò takes place an event log 

is written, recording the details. 

 

In this way, the filtering process is streamlined and potentially many manual steps may 

not have to be done, including advanced selection options used in the AP Payment 

Selection process. 
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 Create and Send (AP and AR) ï organized around eBanking files (not 
batches) (APAR-EFT, Wire Transfer and Positive Pay). 

 

This will likely be one of the most visible changes you will see in this new version.  In 

previous versions, the user would select check batches for payment (AP-EFT), invoice 

batches to receive payments (AR-EFT), or check batches for transmission (Pos Pay) and 

then select Begin Processing. 

 

With eBanking v8, the user first creates an eBanking file ñrecordò and then attaches one 

or more SL batches to that eBanking file.  There are a number of benefits of this new 

approach: 

 

 Clarity of organization when multiple batches are in one eBanking file. 

 eBanking file name can be changed and is stored for future reference 

 eBanking file number can be added to the filename 

 Easily process actions against the file (print/reprint audit, Keep, Send Emails) 

 eBanking file totals are more readily visible 

 New feature ï Details ï allows drill-down to all documents in the transmitted 

eBanking file. 

 

The new Positive Pay tab in AP-Create and Send Files (DD.500.00).  Note the eBanking 

file records in the top grid, and then the associated batches below. 
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The new Electronic Funds Transfer/Wire Plus tab in AP-Create and Send Files 

(DD.500.00).  Note the eBanking file records in the top grid, and then the associated 

batches below. 
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The new Electronic Funds Transfer tab in AR-Create and Send/Receive Files 

(DD.540.00).  Note the eBanking file records in the top grid, and then the associated 

batches below. 
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Note that the eBanking filename is shown with the eBanking file ï and if allowed (setup 

option), it can be renamed as the process starts.  Also, as shown here, when used with a 

new setup option, the date and eBanking file number can be automatically appended to 

the filename. (AP-EFT is shown, same for Pos Pay and AR-EFT) 

 

 
 

What was previously called deposit options (AP/AR-EFT only) is now defined with the 

eBanking file record ï note that Test File is a new option. 
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Batches are selected to be included in an eBanking file in a similar way as in previous 

versions.  This sub-form is accessed via the Select/View Batches button for an eBanking 

file (AP-EFT shown, this works the same for Pos Pay and AR-EFT).  Note the eBanking 

file number/info on top ï along with the path and filename.  Also note that each batch 

now shows the eBanking file number it was a part of. 
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Another very nice new feature is the ñdrill-downò inquiry ï called Details.  It displays all 

the documents included in the eBanking file (AP-EFT/Wire, AR-EFT and Pos Pay). 

 

The example below (from Pos Pay) shows the Details sub-form ï accessed after pressing 

the Details button for an eBanking file.  Note that in this case both AP and PR batches 

were in the Pos Pay file.  All documents can be shown, or they can be filtered by batch. 

 

 
 

 

 Originating DFI Identification added (APAR-EFT). 

 

In rare cases this part of the NACHA file (5, 6 & 8 records) differs from the first 8 

characters of the paying accountôs transit routing number.  This field has been added to 

address this requirement.  The field is added in both eBanking Setup (DD.950.00, AP/AR 

EFT/Wire Defaults tab, Company Paying/Cash Defaults tab) and in Company Paying 

Accounts (DD.260.00, AP/AR EFT/Wire tab, Company/Batch tab). 

It is important when upgrading that this field is reviewed and verified with your bank that 

you are using the correct value. 
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New Module 
 

 Wire Transfer Plus 
 

This powerful new module now supports both Domestic and Foreign wires.  Additionally 

(depending on the bank), other ñPlusò features including Bank Drafts, Corporate Checks 

and even CTX transactions are supported. 

 

All the additional data elements have been added to the system to support this module.  

Fields include Beneficiary Name/Address, Beneficiary Bank, Intermediary and Credit 

Banks and Ordering Party information.  This information is also included on the Vendor 

Banking Information report. 
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Processing with Wire Transfer Plus works virtually identically to that for AP EFT 

(voucher/batch selection, communications, e-mail notification), so it is very easy to learn. 

 

Before purchasing/using Wire Transfer Plus, be sure to check with Sandler*Kahne 

Software to see if your bankôs Wire Transfer Plus format has been developed and 

implemented. 
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New Features 
 

 Optional Manual Check workflow (AP-EFT, WTP only) 
 

This is one of the most exciting new features to eBanking.  Previously, the workflow to 

create an AP-EFT and/or WTP file required processing a Computer Check Batch.  When 

running the batch through the check printing process, the ñchecksò would be printed to 

plain paper or to a file ï as they were going to be paid electronically. 

 

We have now added a Manual Check workflow option.  With this option, the AP-EFT or 

WTP selected vouchers can create a Manual Check batch.  Once created, the user can 

immediately go to AP ï Create and Send Files (DD.500.00) to create the file and send to 

the bank.  With this new feature the reference number of the manual checks can be 

customized to include up to two leading characters to identify these electronic payments 

from checks.  Below are some screens that illustrate this new workflow option. 

 

The Manual Check workflow option is setup in Transaction Types (DD.301.00) 
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In Company Paying/Cash Accounts (DD.260.00) the ñcheckò numbering of the manual 

check batch can be custom configured.  This is optional. 
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With the Manual Check workflow option set (above), the eBanking Payment Selection 

filter will create the Manual Check batch.  The next step is to go directly to AP ï Create 

and Send Files (DD.500.00) to create the file ï no need to go through the checking 

ñprintingò process.
